Once the wealthiest American, he 

grew poorer as he served the interests of our new country. Why was 

Lincoln a great leader? Because he was willing to suffer, and suffer 

greatly, to save the Union and to release the slaves. 

Lincoln is a case in point: Many have noticed his ability to love and be 

faithful in the midst of difficulties. Mary Lincoln was a difficult person. 

Yet, Lincoln loved and cared for her though his marriage could never be 

conventionally happy. He developed the character of a great leader in 

his own home; he learned to love in a self-giving and sacrificial way.
