This week (February 19-26), Lent begins. During Lent we remember 

the Crucifixion and Resurrection of Jesus. If Christmas is the season 

in which we anticipate the coming of the LORD, Lent is when we 

meditate upon our need for a Savior. 

There is a progression during Lent: (i) we remember and repent of 

sins, which is the reason we celebrate Ash Wednesday; (ii) we think 

about what Jesus Christ did for us on the Cross between Ash 

Wednesday through Maundy Thursday; (iii) we pause to meditate on 

the crucifixion and death of Jesus from Maundy Thursday until Easter 

Sunday; (iv) we celebrate God’s victory over sin and death on Easter 

Sunday. 

In recent years, many of us have had a bit of a problem observing Lent, 

because Spring Break is right in the middle of it. Many people miss a 

part of Lent because of that fact. But, no matter where we are, we can 

remember to ponder our sinfulness and our short-comings and ask 

God into our lives in a deeper and more meaningful way. 

This year, we have several opportunities for encountering God in a 

deep way during Lent. Our Lenten Sermon Series is taken from the 

Sermon on the Mount, and it is on the theme of “Hungering for God”. 

March 2, we will have our Monthly Prayer Vigil. This prayer vigil will 

focus  on becoming more aware of the needs around us, on the prob-

lem of race in Memphis, and on how we can overcome our own leth-

argy and reach out in love to our community. 

This Lenten Season, take time to 

have a regular daily devotional. Pray 

for yourself, your family and our 

community. Confess your sins regu-

larly.

This is some-

thing that each and every one of us can do, 

not just with friends that we’re eager to see 

again but with everyone we encounter at 

Advent.
