$   Ways Advent Is Saving   $  
In a recent questionnaire distributed, it was real-
ized that only about half of the congregation uses 
the personalized giving envelopes.  We have or-
dered new giving envelopes that are generic and 
have no names. This makes it very important for 
you to include your name on the envelope so it 
gets posted to your giving record!   
 

We will now begin printing giving statements 
twice a year instead of four times a year.  If at 
any time you should need a giving statement, just 
call the church office.  

I was stunned when I heard the facts about 
water in the world we live in and how Liv-

ing Waters for the World can impact those 
facts: 
 

 * Over one billion people lack access to safe 
drinking water.  

 * The effect of this alarming fact is that 3 
million people die of water -related illness 
annuallyð  most are children.   

 * Water-related illness is the leading cause 
of death among children throughout the 
world.  

 * One child dies every 12 seconds from wa-
ter borne disease! 

These numbers grabbed me and I personally 
mourned for the overwhelming, overreach-
ing problem.   
 

What to do?  Advent became involved with 
Living Waters for the World in 2004, sending 
6 individuals to its first Clean Water Univer-

sity (CWU) outside of Oxford, MS.  This is a 
training ground  for individuals, churches, 
and civic organizations to learn how to: de-
velop partners,  teach health, hygiene, pro-
vide spiritual education and build water 
treatment systems.  I attended the second 
session of CWU in the fall of 2004.  It was an 
awakening for me.   

 

Therefore, believing Jesus Christ to be living 
water for our bodies and souls, we are called to 
help people of the world who are striving to 
obtain safe, clean drinking water.  Advent has 
answered the call and has contributed gen-
erously to systems and education training in 
Mexico, Honduras, Ghana and the Philip-
pines. Floyd Groves has also been on teams 
going to Haiti and Moldova. We need your 
help to keep these systems operating.  

One way you  can help is by going through 
the Living Waters website to Amazon.com 
to make purchases. (See the box below.) 
Amazon is willing to DONATE 5% of your 
purchase to Living Waters For the World.  

Remember that Americans use about 100 
gallons of water at home each day.  Millions 
of the worldõs poorest subsist on fewer than 
5 gallons ð 46 percent of people on earth do 
not have water piped to their homes ð 
women in developing countries walk an 
average of 3.7 miles to get water ð in 15 
years, 1.8 billion people will live in regions 
of severe water scarcity. 

Water is life.  Itõs the briny broth of our origins, 
the pounding circulatory system of the world.  
We stake our civilizations on the coasts and the 
mighty river.  Our deepest dread is the threat of 
having too little ð or too much.
